Trainees will receive work-based training in practical conservation activities, community engagement, visitor
centre support, and public events by supporting staff across a range of venues and sites in the Walsall area.
Thiswillbe underpinnedbyagroundinginhealthand safety practice, communicatingwithmembersofthe
public and supporting range of community events. All Natural Prospectstraineeswillreceive trainingin
additional skillsthatare neededto startacareerinthe urbanconservationsectore.g. FirstAidatWorkand
customer care. Trainees will also have a personalised budget enabling themto access specialist training such
as chainsaw, brushcutter and spraying tickets and be given the chance to develop these skills in the work
place.

Trainees will be required to keep a portfolio documenting their achievements and progress throughout the
year. Thiswill provide the evidence to qualify fora City & Guilds Work-Based Certificate inWorkbased
Environmental Conservation, demonstratingtofuture employeesthattheyhave the necessaryskills,
experience and competencies to undertake a practical role in the sector.
